	The delegate(s) articulate a policy, but questions exist as to clarity and content.
	The delegate(s) articulate a policy that is poorly written or  bears little or no resemblance to the current position of the member state.

	Evidence of Research and Preparation to Represent National Policy
	
	The delegate(s) support policies with specific and current facts drawn from their member state and international events.
	The delegate(s) support policies with general facts drawn from their own domestic context.
	The delegate(s) are unable to support policies with facts, and rely instead on generalizations and rhetorical flourishes.

	Ability to Speak on Behalf of National Policy
	
	The delegate(s) speak clearly and effectively regardless of the mode of debate, evenly sharing speaking time with their partner, if two delegates.
	The delegate(s) speak clearly, but not effectively in all modes of debate and/or sometimes sharing speaking time with their partner.
	The delegate(s) speak poorly, or not at all, regardless of the modes of debate and/or with little sharing of speaking time.

	Ability to Negotiate with Others to Produce a Broad Consensus for National Policy
	
	The delegate(s) use caucus time effectively to mobilize a broad, negotiated consensus for their policies.
	The delegate(s) use caucus time to mobilize a narrowly negotiated margin of approval for their policies.
