Iranian Nuclear Program:  In light of its disregard for UN sanctions, IAEA demands, and the Nuclear Non-Proliferation Treaty, Russia finds that Iran has clearly overstepped international bounds. Iran has broken its pledge to several countries, not including Russia regarding the suspension of its nuclear program and has neglected to comply with the IAEA inspectors, raising the worry of possible Iranian support of terrorist organizations with secret nuclear technology.  Though Iran should be compelled to participate in diplomatic meetings with the UN regarding its nuclear program, Russia does not believe in the necessity of UN sanctions.  Radzhab Safarov, the General Director from the Center for the Contemporary Study of Iran, has said that, “Iran cannot be frightened by sanctions, even from the Security Council.” Russia’s foreign minister says that, “until all diplomatic possibilities have been exhausted, sanctions would be extreme . . . we first think we must continue multilateral actions.” Russia believes the UN should focus fully on diplomacy and completely support the IAEA in its talks with Iran to bring about security regarding nuclear safety to the international community. Russia will not deal illegally with Iran’s nuclear economics in any part of their nuclear program until they are fully under IAEA regulations and monitoring. Transference of Military Technology:   Russia has joined the Missile Technology Control Regime (MTCR), a voluntary group in response to the proliferation of nuclear, biological, and chemical weaponry. This action confirms Russia’s commitment to opposing illegal transference of military blueprints and weapons. The latter could be given to terrorist organizations and therefore would pose a potentially destabilizing threat to the surrounding region.  Russia, in accordance with the MTCR, believes that the solutions include export controls and outreach to non-members. The Wassenaar Arrangement has been established to maintain international and regional security by promoting greater responsibility to prevent siphoning of illegal weaponry with the intent of using it against national or international security.  “Russia’s Military Program” UN Newscentre January 16, 2006, � HYPERLINK "http://www.un.org/News/" ��www.un.org/News/�.
